Machine Quilting Submission

We are excited to help bring your project across the finish line. Completing the steps
below will help ensure smooth processing and prevent delays.

Prepare Your Quilt 
Clearly mark the top of your quilt with a safety pin.
Make sure quilt top and backing are separate and free of pins or basting stitches.
All loose threads have been trimmed.
Quilt top is free from embellishments such as buttons, beads, or trims.
Your order confirmation sheet including your order number, name and contact is
included in the package..
Quilt top, backing, and paperwork are sealed inside a plastic bag within the
shipping box to protect from moisture during transit.
Backing fabric measures at least 4 inches larger on all sides than the quilt top.
Backing seams are completed and pressed (if applicable).

Final Checks
If all items above are complete, your quilt is ready to ship.
You are welcome to include a short note about your quilt. Sharing details such as the
recipient, favorite colors, or the story behind the quilt helps us add thoughtful finishing
touches.
Place this completed form in your package with the quilt top.
